
NONDISCLOSURE APRIVATE 
GREEMENT

This Nondisclosure Agreement (the "Agreement") is made as of the ___ day of ____________, ____ (“Effective Date”) by and between THE UNITED ILLUMINATING COMPANY ("UI"), having an office at 180 Marsh Hill Rd, Orange, Connecticut 06477, and _______________________ (“Recipient”), having an office at ____________________, to assure the protection of the confidential or proprietary nature of information to be disclosed or made available to Recipient by UI for the Purpose set forth herein.

WHEREAS, UI, from time to time, conducts wholesale power supply procurement activities (including but not limited to procurement of “standard service” and “supplier of last resort service”), all pursuant to Connecticut law and applicable orders of the Department of Public Utility Control (“Procurement Activities”); and 

WHEREAS,  in connection with such Procurement Activities, UI will make available to Recipient certain of UI’s customer load data including, but not limited to, such data and information known and referred to as “actual hourly load data,” all of which information UI considers proprietary or confidential until publicly released by UI (the “Confidential Information”); and
WHEREAS, UI has concluded that it is in its best interest to disclose or make available such Confidential Information to Recipient pursuant to all of the terms and conditions set forth herein to assist Recipient in analyzing UI’s customer load, or both, as part of the bidding process or contract implementation (“Purpose”); and
WHEREAS, UI’s disclosure of Confidential Information and Recipient’s use of the Confidential Information is conditioned entirely on the parties’ entering into and compliance with this Agreement in order to protect UI’s Confidential Information and limit its disclosure and use solely to the Recipient and for the Purpose set forth herein.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual understandings of the parties, it is agreed as follows:
1.
Recipient shall treat the Confidential Information, including notes, documents, memoranda and other materials that copy or disclose Confidential Information, in strict confidence and with the same degree of care that it accords to its own confidential information but in no event less than a reasonable degree of care.  Confidential Information received by Recipient pursuant to this Agreement shall be maintained in a secure place and access to the Confidential Information shall be restricted solely to Recipient.
2.
Recipient shall use and reproduce the Confidential Information only to the extent necessary to further the Purpose, and may disclose Confidential Information to those of its employees who need to know such Confidential Information in order to further the Purpose.  Recipient agrees that it shall not disclose any Confidential Information of UI to any other party without the prior written consent of UI.

Immediately upon request by UI, Recipient shall promptly return to UI or destroy such Confidential Information, and all copies, summaries, or other reproductions thereof, which are in Recipient’s control.  
4.
UI and Recipient agree that in the event of a breach of this Agreement, UI will experience irreparable and severe injury within a short period of time and shall be entitled to equitable relief, including injunction and specific performance, in addition to all other remedies available at law or equity.
5.
All Confidential Information shall remain the property of UI.  Recipient does not acquire any rights or licenses under any intellectual property rights of UI under this Agreement.

6.
Recipient’s obligations to maintain confidentiality under this Agreement shall continue indefinitely, notwithstanding the return of the Confidential Information, completion or termination of the Purpose, or termination of this Agreement.
7. Recipient acknowledges and agrees that it is aware of and will comply with United States securities laws that prohibit Recipient and any other person or entity who has received material non-public information about a company from purchasing or selling securities of such company while in possession of material non-public information.  
8. This Agreement shall commence as of the Effective Date and continue until terminated by either UI or Recipient upon ten (10) days written notice.
